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Not having one’s helpers and companions of the past, one must still for
forward in the Lord’s work.

People who have been baptized wrong, should be “re-baptized” — baptized
right.

There are some wrong baptisms in the world today.

There is only one right baptism. Ephesians 4:5

An omission of baptism will not bring remission of sins.

Wrong baptisms will not produce right results.

It is often necessary for a preacher to inquire carefully concerning a
person’s baptism.

New Testament baptism must be preceded by New Testament teaching.
New Testament baptism must be preceded by New Testament repentance.
Baptism is important. It must be the right baptism in order to be a part of
salvation.

The baptism administered by John the Baptist is null and void if and when it
Is administered after the events of Acts 2.

Not just anything that man may call baptism is what God calls or accepts as
the baptism of the New Testament.

Not all baptisms that please men please God.

Many feel that because they are satisfied with their own baptism, God must
be.

The religious world is divided over baptism . . . the Bible is not.

Baptism for the remission of sins came from God, not man.

In the plan of salvation, don’t put in what God has left out . . . and don’t
leave out what God has put in.

There is room for the Bible to be taught daily in schools.

There is more to being a Christian than pretending to be one.

Shouting something religiously does not make it rue.

There is no room for religious fakes in the religion of Christ.

Man needs to do some “casting out” in his own life.

The devil knows who God’s children are . . . and God knows the devil's
children.

Never become a part of an angry mob.
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Some things are better left alone.

Good done by Christians will magnify the name of the Lord. Matthew 5:16
The word of God can still grow mightily and prevail.

Some are more motivated by money than truth. There are too many
Demetrisuses in the world.

Genuine repentance means breaking with the wrongs of the past.

When wrong confronts right, many become confused.

It is Jesus that should be preached.

Christianity does not preach world revolution, but spiritual revolution.

Many people forsake the truth when worldly pressure is applied.

The way of the Lord is the better was for any community.
