A. The Absolute care that Moses exercised in its building. 

1. Not just the outside features (L x W x H=)
2. But also the way it was set up for worship. 

B. LOOK AT THE TABERNACLE:
1. The sacrifice that was made before the tabernacle (out front, outside)
2. THE LAVER for washing before entering. 
3. You enter and on the LEFT - the candle sticks = the source of light. (God

given). 
4. In the center - next to the veil - the altar of incense 
5. On the right side “Table of Shew Bread” = Bread of the Presence.  God

was with them and gave live fed them in the wilderness.
