 INTRO: 	 We hear much about the subject of heart-felt religion today.  Many 
tell us they feel their religion in their heart and pat their chest.  Let 
us notice, “What the Bible Heart Is.”

V. THE SINFUL HEART NEEDS TO BE CHANGED.	 MATT. 15:18-20. 
The intellect of the heart has faith and the emotions of the heart cause 
repentance. The will of the heart causes confession and the conscience 
of the heart causes baptism. 
Faith changes the intellect.  Repentance changes emotions.  Confession 
changes will.  Baptism changes conscience.  When this change comes, 
the sinful heart is changed.  Heb. 10:22; Rom. 6:17-18.
