. GOD’s VINEYARD.

Isa. 5:1-7. God planted His vineyard. It was Israel. God planted them
pure, but they came up wild grapes. They were poison. Jer. 2:21; Psa.
80:8-12; John 15:1. Then God planted the true vine: His Son.

TRUE VINE—CHRIST.

John 1:4; 1 John 5:11; 2 Cor. 5:17; Rom. 6:3; 1 Cor. 3:6. All fruit is
alike. Gen. 1:12; Mat. 7:16. (Grapes of thorns and figs of thistles.)

BRANCHES ARE THE DISCIPLES.

John 15:5-6. Not different churches. 2 Tim. 2:10; Acts 4:12. We are
cleansed. John 15:1-3.

WE MUST BEAR MUCH FRUIT.

John 15:2, 4, 5, 8. We must add Christian graces. 2 Pet. 1:5-11; Gal.
5:21-22. Must live right to bear fruit. 1 Cor. 13:3, 13. We must love to
bear fruit.

. MUST ABIDE IN CHRIST.

John 15:4-6; 1 John 2:24; Rev. 14:13; 1 Thess. 4:16-18; Gal. 5:4 (RV).

THE FRUITLESS SHALL BE BURNED.
