 INTRO: 	 I am sure that most all of us have at some time or another seen the 
three little monkeys.  These little fellows were given for the purpose of 
teaching a very needed lesson.  If only man would try to learn from 
them what they teach, this would be a much better place to live.

I. SEE NO EVIL. 
A. This Is Almost Impossible Unless One Is Blind.  	However, this is a 

very good lesson.  We need to strive in this direction.   
B. The World Is Wicked (indecent dress, lewd signs, drunkenness, etc.). 
C. We Should Not Go See These Things on Purpose (going to pools with 

mixed crowds to watch or swim, theaters playing movies with bad 
ratings, etc.).  1 John 2:15; James 1:27; 1 Thess. 5:22. 

II. HEAR NO EVIL. 
A. This Is Almost Impossible Unless Deaf.  	Yet, we should try to dismiss 

evil, and not let it dwell in our minds.    
B. The World Is Wicked (evil sayings, cursing, and jokes).  	On the job, on 

the street, wherever you go, you might hear it. 
C. But Do Not Hear It on Purpose (do not listen to radio or T.V. programs 

with lewd language; avoid those who tell dirty jokes).  Rom. 12:2. 

III. SPEAK NO EVIL. 
A. This We Can Do.  Eph. 4:29. 
B. We Are in the World, But Not of the World.  John 17:14-18; 1 Cor. 

5:10.   
C. Don’t Do As the World Does.  1 Cor. 6:9-10.   
D. Think Right.  Phil. 4:8. 
E. Work Right.  1 Cor. 15:58. 
F. Speak Right.  Matt. 12:34.

 CONCL: Do not just sit doing nothing like the monkeys.

Hear...God’s word and follow it. 

Speak…forth the word which will save others.   
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
