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WALKING BY FAITH
2 Cor. 5:1

INTRO: Many times we hear much talk about faith. People have faith in
different things, but the child of God has faith in God’s Word. We
believe the Bible and therefore our faith comes from the Bible. “We
walk by faith and not by sight.” 2 Cor. 5:7. We do the things we do
because of what the Book teaches, not just because we feel certain
things.

[. FAITH THAT PLEASES GOD.

The faith that we should walk by and that pleases God comes from the
Bible. Heb. 11:1; Heb. 11:6; Rom. 10:17. John 20:30-31.

II. FAITH NOT PLEASING TO GOD.
The faith that we should not walk by is faith in man’s wisdom. Gen. 3:6.
Woman desired wisdom and listened to the Devil. 1 Kings 13; 1 Cor. 2:5.
It is not man’s wisdom that teaches to have faith in Christ. The Bible
teaches us the faith that will put one into Christ. The Bible teaches
faith, repentance, confession, and baptism. Repentance is an act of
faith, as are confession and baptism. Thus, by faith we are put into
Christ, but not by faith only. In Christ means in the church. Gal. 3:27.
Meeting, Singing, Praying, Teaching, Giving, Lord’s Supper, Work, and
Service are all acts of faith. Gal. 5:6; Tit. 2:11; Rev. 2:10 Rev. 22:14.

III. ONE FAITH. EPH. 4:5.
It involves walking in God’s sight.

IV. DEAD FAITH. JAMES 2:28.

Dead faith comes from just believing and doing no works. James 2:19.
Demons have dead faith. John 12:42-43; James 2:24.

V. WEAK FAITH.
Peter in Matt. 14:22-33; Matt. 6:30. Those who worry.

VI. STRONG FAITH.

The Centurion. Matt. 8:5-10; Heb. 11:7. Noah. Heb. 11:17. Abraham.
Heb. 11:30. Walls of Jericho fell. Josh. 6:2.

ConcL: If you have not been walking by the Bible, why will you not turn and
begin to walk by faith? Let your faith not be in man, but in God.
